Joe�(Darcy�Joseph)�Johnson�
(aged�90)�was�born�on�31�
December�1917�in�Bungendore.
and�died�07�August�2008�in�
Bungendore,�at�home,�peace-
fully�in�his�sleep.
�Joe�was�a�true�gentlemen,�

born�in�and�living�all�his�life�
in�Bungendore.�Joe�was�the�
third�generation�of�Johnsons�
to�graze�sheep�at�“Wood-
bine”,�south�of�Bungendore.�
Joe�was�schooled�locally�
and�remembers�cricket�and�
tennis�matches�being�held�
between�the�various�large�
properties,�which�all�had�their�
own�school.�He�remembers,�
as�a�child,�catching�snakes�
at�the�Molongolo�River�and�
being�paid�by�the�yard�for�his�
efforts.�
Joe�worked�briefly�on�the�

Captains�Flat�railway�but�his�
working�passion�was�grazing�
sheep.�He�met�and�married��
another�local,�Ruby�Donnelly�
and�they�had�two�children,�
Fred�and�Thelma�(deceased.).
�A�wonderful�oral�local�

historian�he�knew�the�history�
of�most�of�the�local�families�
and�properties,�watching�with�
interest�the�changes�in�the�
surrounding�landscape,�often�
telling�of�a�time�when�horses�
and�‘shanks�pony’�were�the�
main�forms�of�transport.�
Where�you�knew�all�of�your�
neighbours�and�every�car�
that�passed�your�way.�Joe�
could�recall�a�time�when�
Bungendore�had�2�butchers,�
3�banks�and�3�grocery�shops.�

He�helped�wrangling�horses�
on�the�‘Ned�Kelly’�movie�made�
around�Bungendore,�some�
of�which�was�filmed�on�his�
‘back�block’.��He�laughingly�
recalled�that�Ned’s�(played�by�
Mick�Jagger)�riding�skills�were�
woeful.�
I�remember�accompanying�

him�on�one�of�his�shop-
ping�and�bill�paying�trips�to�
Bungendore,�where�every�
shop�keeper�referred�to�him�
as�‘Mr�Johnson’.�Then�when�
we�arrived�at�the�supermarket�
one�of�the�girls�greeted�him,�
pushed�his�shopping�trolley�
and�using�his�list�made�sure�
he�got�everything�he�wanted.
But�my�one�of�my�two�

favourite�memories�would�
have�to�be�when�soon�after�
we�moved�here�he�visited�on�
horse�back�having�spent�the�
previous�2�hours�rounding�up�
sheep�through�the�hilly�scrub�
country�on�our�property.�His�
horse�was�covered�in�white�
foam�and�his�dog�dog-tired.�
He,�in�his�usual�understated�
way,�said�“Gee,�I’m�tired.�I’m�
not�as�young�as�I�used�to�be”.�
Well,�he�was�in�his�early�70s!�
The�other�was�soon�after�

his�triple�by-pass.�His�doctor�
had�ordered�to�be�on�‘light�
duties’�for�6�months.�Less�
than�a�month�later�was�
shearing�time�where,�as�usual,�
he�involved�himself�in�the�
action,�but�‘limited’�himself�to�
the�‘light�duties’�of�fleecing,�
classing�and�using�the�manual�
press.�Visiting�him�later�that�
evening�he�worried�me�by�
saying�he�was�feeling�hot�and�
cold,�but�had�plans�to�attend�
the�Hoskingtown�New�Years�
Eve�dance.�We�offered�to�drive�
him�and�Ruby�to�the�hall,�
where�he�danced�all�night,�
drank�plenty�of�red�wine�(on�
doctors�orders),�sang�Auld�
Lang�Syn�at�midnight,�kissed�
all�the�ladies,�and�then�turning�
to�me�said�“I’m�stuffed,�lets�
go�home”!!
�A�true�gentleman�who�will�

be�greatly�missed.�
